and Around the World
On Sunday, April 29, 2012 at Caldwell Park, Birmingham joins thousands of communities around the country in the CROP Hunger Walk.  CROP (Communities Responding to Overcome Poverty) Walks raise money for local and world hunger relief as well as disasters in the United States like the recent tornados in the Tuscaloosa and Birmingham areas and the Alabama Gulf Coast hurricanes.

Funds raised by the 5K walk event will support the local hunger and poverty programs of Greater Birmingham Ministries, as well as the national and international relief and development programs of Church World Service.

Church World Service, a cooperative ministry of 35 Protestant, Anglican, and Orthodox denominations, works in 80 countries supporting relief efforts such as refugees in Darfur, floods in Bangladesh, famine victims in Niger, Tsunami victims in Indonesia, and schools, health clinics, agricultural assistance in the worlds poorest communities.

“The CROP Hunger Walk is a wonderful way for the community to come together to fight hunger in our city,” says Rev. Susan Clayton of Independent Presbyterian Church, “It also allows us to remember and act on behalf of the millions of our neighbors around the world who face hunger and crippling poverty each day.”

Over 500 walkers are expected for this 6th annual event.

Registration opens at 1:45 PM.  The walk begins at 2:30 PM at Caldwell Park on Highland Avenue, near the Virginia Samford Theatre.
